The 10 teams taking part in the 
qualifier are split into two groups 
of five teams. Hosts Zimbabwe, 
the West Indies, the Netherlands, 
Nepal and the United States make 
up Group A, while Sri Lanka, 
Ireland, Scotland, Oman and 
the United Arab Emirates form 
Group B.

Each side will play the other 

teams in their group once with 
the top three from each group 
progressing to the Super Six stage. 
In the Super Six, they will play 
the sides they did not meet in the 
group stage.

All points won in the group 
stage will be carried over to the 
Super Six stage apart from those 
gained against the teams that fail 
to make it to the Super Six stage. 
The finalists will both progress 
to the ICC Men’s Cricket World 
Cup 2023.

Queen’s Sports Club and Bula-
wayo Athletic Club in Bulawayo, 
Harare Sports Club and Takash-
inga Cricket Club in Harare will 
share 34 matches between them, 
with Harare Sports Club staging 
the final on July 9. Old Hararians 
Cricket Club will also host warm-
up fixtures.

KAMPALA: The International 
Cricket Council (ICC) has selected 
Uganda to host the final round of the 
ICC Women’s T20 World Cup quali-
fiers for the African region.

Alan Mugume, the Chief Execu-
tive Officer of the Uganda Cricket 
Association (UCA) confirmed the 
development to News agency on 
Monday.

The event at the Lugogo Cricket 
Oval in the capital Kampala is sched-
uled for Dec. 7-18.

T20 World Cup 2024 will be held 
in Bangladesh.

Joshua Mwanja, the UCA Op-
erations Manager, thanked ICC 
for having the confidence to give 
Uganda yet another high level event 
to host.

“We are excited to host the T20 
Women’s qualifiers. This shows the 
faith that ICC has in our capacity 
to host an event of this magnitude. 
The work for us starts immediately 
to prepare the grounds and also en-
sure we get local partners to come 
on board and support us,” added 
Mwanja.

Uganda played in the T20 Wom-
en’s global qualifiers in 2018 in the 
Netherlands after winning the Afri-
can regional qualifiers in Namibia 
in 2017.
